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2. Wood Seasoning

« Naturally drying the wood or using a kiln
to reduce its moisture content to around
6-8%. This prevents warping and
cracking.

o Storing the seasoned wood in a dry, well-
ventilated area until it's ready for use.

' 3. Cutting The Wood

« Dimensions of the door opening are
measured to decide on the width,
thickness, and height of the frame.

« The seasoned wood is cut with precision
to the required dimensions using a saw.

« The locations for joints and hinges on
the cut pieces are marked.

4. Planing & Shaping

« Using a planer to smooth the cut
pieces of wood, ensuring all surfaces
are even and flat.

. Shaping the edges of the frame pieces
if needed, using a router to create
decorative profiles or bevels.

5. Assembling The Frame

e Creating the necessary joints for
assembling the frame including mortise
and tenon, lap joints, or dowel joints.

« Assembling the frame using wood glue &
clamps to ensure a tight fit. Also,
Reinforcement of the joints with screws
or nails is done for added strength.

8. Fitting The Frame

« Positioning the frame in the door opening,
using shims to ensure it is level and plumb.

« Securing the frame to the wall studs using
long screws or nails through the sides of
the frame.

e Filling any gaps between the frame and the
wall with insulation foam or backer rod to

prevent drafts. .
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o« Adjusting the hinges if necessary to ensure
the door opens and closes smoothly without
binding. |

« Applying caulk around thei edges of the frame
where it meets the wall to seal any gaps.
